· MTPs to be available and saved by Friday of 1st week after Christmas/Easter/Summer.

· Good range and progression of genres / forms across the school and reflected in writing books. Lots of opportunities for writing at length.

· Poetry forms looked at and adjusted for 2025-2026 academic year.

· Presentation – Y1 short date or T/TA write, Y2 long date, Y3 long date and underline. Have high expectations of dates being neat, spelt correctly, capital letter - really focus on this at start of year.

· Tier 2 vocab – as a staff relook at words for each class. High profile maybe morning time for this work. Need to do at least 4 times each word for it to be secure (discuss more at separate meeting).
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
